2021 Riverside Ground Rules & Score Keeping Guidelines
Ground Rules & Clarifications

1. Home Team provides the “Official” Book.

2. Visiting Team provides the scoreboard operator

3. No Gum or Sun Flower Seeds are allowed in the DUGOUTS or on the playing field

4. Players are to stay behind the dugout fencing at all times.  Only players warming up to enter the game will be permitted in the bullpen (no more than 2 at a time).  When warming up a pitcher (either in the bull-pen or on the field) the catcher shall wear a face mask and a catcher’s glove.  Coaches/Adults are not allowed to warm up pitchers.

5. No bats are to be in player’s hands until they are the on deck batter.  At this time the bat head shall remain on the ground until proceeding to the plate.
6. No bats are allowed in the bull-pen.
Pitch Count (Baseball Only)

1. Home Team is responsible for the accuracy of the Pitch Count
2. All Teams will use the prescribe League/District forms to accurately record pitch count
3. All Managers are responsible for having their copy of the seasons pitch count with them at all games
4. Managers from each team will meet prior to the start of the game to compare each team’s pitching eligibility, failure to have your pitch record available will result in forfeiture of the game
5. At the end of each half inning, teams will verify their pitch counts for consistency, in the event of a discrepancy that cannot be resolved, the home teams record will be considered accurate for that inning.

6. At the conclusion of each game, it is the Managers responsibility to ensure they sign the opposing teams pitch count record and have their record signed by the opposing manager in return.
Riverside Park Crow’s Nest:

To reduce distractions, ensure accuracy, avoid discrepancies and simply get out of the elements, the upper tower windows should be used for Score Keeping and Pitch Count Recording by both teams.  The following will apply: 
1. Home team provides a Score Keeper.
2. The visiting Team provides a Score Keeper.
3. Home team can provide a separate pitch count recorder (baseball only).

4. Visiting team shall provide a scoreboard operator (unless the visiting team is from another league).

5. Attendance in the tower will be limited to no more than 4 volunteers.  
6. No one under 10 years of age will be allowed in the tower while play is underway.
Field Prep and Maintenance:

The following procedures are the responsibility of all Clackamas Teams Playing at the field: (Managers from both Clackamas Teams decide prior to the game who will complete each of the following responsibilities):
1. Chalk the field prior to the game.
2. Turn on the Scoreboard (SW corner of Girls Tower)

3. Open the upper tower and field facing windows for scorekeepers.

4. Rake the skinned area of the field, home plate and the pitchers mound (fill and level any divots at the pitcher’s plate and landing area).  This is to be done at the conclusion of every game and practice.

5. Clean dugouts of trash, water bottles etc after every game / practice.  Note:  if you are playing a team from another league, it is your responsibility to take care of the visitor’s dugout as well.

6. Empty the trash can’s (2 in dugouts, 2 around the tower and those at the snack shack) into the Waste Management Dumpster at the North end of the parking lot, OR the South End of the park near boat ramp.  Replace the liners in all cans.  This is to be done as needed throughout the day and must be done after the last game / practice of the day on each field.

7. Last Team to leave for the day/evening (either softball or baseball) turns off the Score Board Breaker. (Home Team)
8. Secure the tower and field doors/windows (including metal gates) – Last Home Team on each field.

9. Plug in the Scoreboard Control in the upper area of the Tower to charge for the next game/day. (Home Team)
10. Put away the bases in the lower tower on the shelves in the appropriate location.
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
